Peel Tower Meeting — Greenmount Village Community will be hosting a 
meeting on Wednesday 15th April at 7pm at Greenmount UR Church to 
discuss the planned restoration work at Peel Tower. We are working in 
partnership with Proffitts CIC and the National Lottery Heritage  Fund to help 
promote this important project. 

The presentation will be given by Courtnay Ives, Senior Architect at Buttress, a 
leading practice specialising in architecture, heritage consultancy and 
conservation. Courtnay will outline the survey work currently being carried out 
at Peel Tower and will be happy to answer questions about the monument and 
other heritage projects she has worked on. Everyone is very welcome, and we 
look forward to seeing you on 15th April. 

Village Party — Planning is underway for our annual Village Party, taking place on Monday 4th May from 12 
noon to 4pm.
